Go4theGoal Foundation is a non-profit charitable 
organization dedicated to finding a cure for Ewingõs 
Sarcoma, a rare form of bone cancer.  We are also 
involved with helping children and their families 
affected by pediatric cancer. 

We began our foundation in May of 2006, when our 
son, Richard, was diagnosed with Ewingõs Sarcoma.  
At this time, we saw the great need that existed for 
research in this field, as well as social support for 
patients and their families.  

In our mission to help pediatric cancer patients and 
their families, we are able to provide financial assis-
tance for day to day expenses as well as special re-
quests.  Annual holiday gift baskets are given to pe-
diatric cancer patients at area hospitals, including 
Hackensack University Medical Center, Childrenõs 
Hospital of Philadelphia, St. Christopherõs, Seattle 
Childrenõs Hospital and Georgetownõs  Pediatric 
Oncology Unit.   We have partnered with Compan-
ions in Courage to build a Lionõs Den at CHOP and 
Dream Street, a camp for young adults who are 
dealing with life threatening illnesses.  We also 
work with local schools developing volunteer pro-
grams for community service projects.  

Since Richardõs death in June 2007, the Go4theGoal 

Foundation has increased our efforts towards ac-

complishing our goals.  Along with your support, 

we can achieve these goals and our dream of find-

ing a cure for Ewingõs and other sarcomas.

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The Ewingõs sarcoma family of tumors are highly 
malignant tumors of bone and soft tissue that oc-
cur in children, teenagers, and young adults. The 
most common sites for Ewingõs sarcoma are the 
pelvis, thigh, and trunk of the body. Ewingõs sar-
coma is an aggressive tumor. By the time a pa-
tient is diagnosed, it has most likely metastasized 
(spread). For this reason, Ewingõs sarcoma often 
requires treatment to the whole body.  At this 
time, our research funding is going to Dr. Jeffrey 
Toretsky, MD and his team of researchers at the 
Lombardi Comprehensive Cancer Center at 
Georgetown University, who are dedicated to 
finding a cure for Ewingõs sarcoma. Besides the 
cutting edge research happening in his lab, we 
were inspired by Dr. Toretskyõs personal dedica-
tion since his first patient was diagnosed with 
Ewingõs sarcoma in 1981.  In 2007, we purchased 
a protein purification machine for their lab. For 
2008, we are funding a research technician.  Dr. 
Toretsky & Dr. Üren are optimistic that their re-
search may someday help those who suffer from 
Ewingõs sarcoma.

Founded in 1988, Dream Street provides a customized camping pro-
gram for children with terminal, chronic, and life-threatening infirmi-
ties.  Over 600 children with cancer, AIDS, cystic fibrosis, leukemia, 
blood disorders and other serious diseases are given the opportunity 
to enjoy activities that would otherwise be unavailable to them be-
cause of their illnesses. For children who often require medications 
or treatment several times a day, summer camp is not usually an op-
tion. Dream Street is able to offer this experience by supplying a 
complete medical staff at each camp. 
A distinguishing feature of Dream Street is that there are no paid 
salaries. Our medical staff, counselors, and volunteers donate their 
time and travel at their own expense to participate in our program. 
Even the medications are donated. Camping sessions are free of 
charge to the children, who are flown in by Dream Street from around 
the world. 
Like the camping staff, the Dream Street Foundation and Board of 
Directors is made up entirely of volunteers. These people create and 
staff the fund-raising events as well as helping with camp activities. 
Dream Street has no paid helpers, no posh offices to maintain, and, 
with the exception of postage, no overhead. All funds go directly to 
the camping programs. The remuneration these volunteers receive is 
in fulfilling the dreams of children. 

 Companions in Courage

through it alone.  

At Companions in Courage Foundation (www.CiC16.org), 
we provide courage, friendship, compassion and support to 
those children and families who are overcoming illness and 
life-threatening obstacles. Founded by Hall-of-Fame hockey 
player Pat LaFontaine, the foundation works with Microsoft, 
Cisco Systems and DuPont to build interactive game rooms 
in children's hospitals throughout the country. These colorful 
and animated rooms were designed by Edwin Schlossberg of 
ESI Design in New York and connects patients to the out-
side world during their hospital stay.  
    Each room features PCs, XBox 360 video game consoles, 
large screen TVs and a video conference pod. The Home 
Entertainment Division of Microsoft has also created a com-
panion piece- a mobile XBox 360 kiosk - that can be rolled to 
the bedside of a patient too ill to visit the Lion's Den room. 
An XBox Live community has been exclusively created for 
the use of hospitalized children and enables the patients to 
safely play video games with 
kids in hospitals across the 
country.
